Over the past few months, our finance team, pastoral council 
(formerly facilitation team), development team, and staff 
team have worked to inform the parish that with the 
projected numbers, St. Monica has about 5 more years of 
financial solvency. With the collection in the red every week

Small Business Saturday across the country is a day dedicated 

to supporting local businesses. It is the antithesis of Black 

Friday and Cyber Monday. It welcomes us to shop small, stay 

close to home, avoid the crowds and do business with real 

people. 

 

The southwest Rochester neighborhood 

surrounding St. Monica Church is blessed 

with scores of small businesses. They 

provide goods and services for the 

community, and jobs and income for 

families. Often their products are unique,  

representing the diverse cultures of the business owners. And 

service is personal. 

 

Studies show that 67% of every dollar spent at small businesses 

circulates in the local community. On November 30th, think 

small! 

 

For several years, Genesee County has been involved in the 
construction of the Science and Technology Manufacturing 
Park (STAMP). This is part of New York State’s initiative to 
promote chip manufacturing in New York. One aspect of this 
project has prompted stiff opposition from Orleans County, the 
Tonawanda Seneca Nation, environmentalists, business 
owners and landowners. The issue is the wastewater pipeline 
that will service the manufacturing. 
 The plans call for water from the Niagara River to be 
pumped to the plant in Genesee County and treated 
wastewater, in the amount of 6 million gallons per day, to be 
emptied into Oak Orchard Creek. From there it will flow into 
Lake Ontario. This wastewater can contain bentonite, sodium 
carbonate and other substances harmful to water, land and 
animals. Drilling had begun on the pipeline but is halted for 
further environmental evaluation. There have already been 
spills, some of which have been on wetlands feeding Oak 
Orchard Creek. Orleans County filed a lawsuit because they 
were not consulted about wastewater being emptied into the 
creek nor about two easements needed construct part of the 
pipeline. That suit was dismissed by the court due to its being 
filed too late. The Tonawanda Seneca Nation has filed suit 
against the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, the Department of 
the Interior and other individuals. Treaty issues as well as 
environmental issues are involved. 
 The Tonawanda Senecas are asking for individuals to 
support their efforts. We are asked to go to act.newmode.net. 
(If using Google, type in act.newmode.net>action>ny-
renews>take-action-today).  There are several options listed. 
Click on the one titled Take Action Today! This contains a 
petition to be forwarded to the federal agencies involved, asking 
them to include the Seneca Nation in discussions about the 
pipeline affecting their lands and to honor the terms of the 
Treaty of Canandaigua. (This treaty, signed in 1794 by Thomas 
Pickering, representing George Washington, and fifty sachems 
and war chiefs of the Haudenosaunee Confederation, 
established terms of “perpetual peace and friendship” between 
the Haudenosaunee and America). 

The Annual Interfaith Thanksgiving Service will be held 
this year on Thursday, November 28th. This prayer 
service has been held in Rochester for over 100 years. It 
is believed to the longest uninterrupted such prayer 
service in the United States. It will be held at Temple 
Sinai beginning at 11:00 a.m. It lasts one hour and has 
representatives from Jewish, Unitarian, Islamic, and 
Christian denominations including Roman Catholic and 
other faith traditions. If you have questions, please 
contact Deacon Brian at brian.mcnulty@dor.org.
